The Humanitarian Studies Course (HSC) is open to public health and international studies students, medical residents, fellows, nurses, full time physicians and working professionals with interest in international health and humanitarian relief programs. Applicants who are in an academic, residency or fellowship program must obtain permission from their program director before submitting an application. Participants must be in attendance for the entire course and must attend the weekend simulation in order to complete the program. 

Course fees are due before the start of the program on March 20, 2012. Payment agreement and invoicing will follow your acceptance into the program. Course fees are determined by registration type and in some cases tuition assistance may be available.
